ELIGIBILITY
Grassroots To Champions (G2C) is proud to design and host this major skating event.  This event is designed to provide opportunity and education for emerging young choreographers, ages 14 and older, to challenge them to create new work with the emphasis on artistry, and to provide deep, ongoing mentorship from acclaimed choreographers.  The Young Artists Showcase (YAS) offers the opportunity for selected choreographers to participate in an online contest which will be a series of challenges as designed by top choreographers to help the young choreographers develop their craft.  

All Choreographers 14 and older are encouraged to enter this event.  ALL entries submitted will be assigned and then evaluated by a panel of Professional/Olympic/World Choreographers and G2C Judges.

The highest ranked contestants will be invited to participate in a live show on December 10, 2011 where they will compete in the finals, in Washington, D.C.  The show will be webcast, dates pending.  In addition to the panel of judges at the show, the audience and members of the online viewers will be polled for their favorite works, including the contestants.  

WINNERS RECEIVE:

*Winners receive a scholarship to further their education.

*The opportunity to have their work debuted at Rockefeller Center in NY

*Attend the creation of work by Master Choreographers Douglas Webster AND Cindy Stuart (Stars On Ice & Disney On Ice)

*Have their work performed at selected Grassroots to Champions Seminars

*Brian Wright’s - Young Choreographer Award.
HOW IT WORKS:

Apply according to the criteria.  Your application will be viewed by a panel of experts.  ALL applicants will receive an evaluation of their work and be given opportunities to participate in discussion groups.

Selected choreographers will be notified no later than October 1, 2011 that they have been invited to participate in the online challenge.

The first online challenge will be assigned October 21, 2011.  There will be a series of assignments to complete.  Contestants will be informed of specific deadlines for posting their work.  Challenges are designed by master choreographers and will outline the criteria for each challenge.  Some challenges will allow the choreographer to perform their own work, while others will have assigned skaters/levels of skating talent.   Applicants that are not selected for the contest may be skating talent.
A rotating panel of three judges will evaluate and give a review of the works.  Works will be rated using stars, half and whole up to 5 stars.  The judges will post their reviews online and a tally will be kept for each contestant.  The two choreographers with the most stars in their category, Grassroots and Champions Divisions, will be invited to the live show for the final challenges.  

For the Final Live Show:  Travel to the show, accommodations, meals and training times are the responsibility of G2C/YAS2.  The live show will be held in Washington, DC.  There will be two more challenges that will determine the winner of each division, with the possibility of a face-off improvisation should there be a tie.  Grassroots level skaters participating in the Final Show, must have proper escort and supervision at all times.

G2C will be responsible for assisting the winners in arrangements for their NY debut and mentorship, however, completion of such opportunities are the sole responsibility of the contestants within one year of the completion of the YAS2 2011.

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS: 
· Applicants must be available for full participation starting October 21, 2011 ending December 10, 2011, with the understanding that the majority of the contest is done online.

· Applicants must be capable of recording their work, editing and posting it on the designated location according to assigned deadlines.  G2C will provide the site for displaying works.  

· Once the forms and fees have been processed you will be given the “pass code” to upload your video to: YouTube G2CYAS channel.   
· There will be two categories for contestants. Grassroots ages 14-20, and Champions ages 21 and up.  Contestants in the Champions division must be 21 at the time of their application.                                 

· Applicants must be capable of completing their own work without the assistance of other choreographers or coaches.  Applicants are encouraged to study the works of Masters, however blatant plagiarism will be penalized.

· Applicants must complete the written application and submit a video for review of their work(s), not longer than 3 min.  Videos longer than 3 min will not be accepted.  

· DEADLINE FOR APPLICATIONS SEPTEMBER 21, 2011, no late entries will be accepted.
